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“A LIFE FILLED WITH ROSES”~ REVISITED 
 
What a wonderful display of beautiful and creative rose arrangements greeted the visitors at our 
recent Tacoma Rose Show in Jackson Hall, July 5, 2008!  There were a total of 34 entries with 
28 standard arrangements and 6 miniature 
arrangements.  The designs filled the entire side of the room with not much room to spare. The 
theme honoring Sheldon Arkin included interpretations in traditional, modern and Oriental 
styles.  
It was gratifying to have designers from Seattle join in our show this year.  Kathy Wyckoff took 
the ARS Oriental Award! Congratulations, Kathy! 
Having our schedule ahead of time online may have helped, as well as getting the printed 
schedules in the arranger’s hands early.  All of the top ARS awards like Royalty, Artist, 
Oriental, Duchess, Princess, Duke, and Court of Etiquette were awarded. These arrangements 
must receive a first place ribbon and score over 92 points to be considered. In the miniature 
classes, the Miniature Royalty, Miniature Artist and Miniature Oriental rosettes were also 
awarded. 
Class 18, “A Helping Hand”, a class for novice arrangers had three entries, very well done. 
Congratulations to Kiyoko Lazarchick for winning Best Novice!  Unfortunately, there were no 
Junior entries in the Junior Section and we really missed their creative interpretations. Wouldn’t 
it have been interesting to see what the children would come up with for “Hats off to Sheldon”, 
an arrangement in a cap or hat; or “Always Digging in the Dirt”, an arrangement including a 
gardening accessory? (Note* One of our older and braver juniors decided to try for a little more 
competition and entered the open classes. She had a very nice design!) 
The judges were very impressed with the arrangement division. They were very thorough and 
wrote constructive comments on the entry cards as well as complimentary notes. This is very 
helpful for arrangers. The official scorecard, which is always included in the schedule, is a 
guideline for both arrangers and judges alike.  
From my vantage point, it seemed that all of the designers were winners! Thank you for sharing 
your talents.  See you next year!

LATE SUMMER ROSE CHORES

THE JAMES ALEXANDER GAMBLE FRAGRANCE AWARD 

 
The James Alexander Gamble Fragrance Medal is awarded to outstanding new, very fragrant 
roses. The selection is made by the ARS Prizes and Awards Committee for the rose considered 
the most fragrant in municipal and private gardens throughout the United States over a five-year 
period. The rose must be registered and must be rated at least 7.5.   
This year’s award goes to ‘Sweet Chariot’ bred by Ralph S. Moore in 1984.  It is a mauve 
miniature with a strong damask fragrance.  The bloom is very double, resembling a pompom. It 
blooms in flushes throughout the season with occasional repeat blooms later in the season.  Its 
height is 12" to 18".  It’s width is up to 30".  It is great as a tree rose or in a hanging basket.

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RUMINATIONS ON ROSE PESTS  
(Reprinted from an earlier QH) 

 
Most articles that address the rose pest issue talk about insects and include SPIDER 
MITES.  They rightly say that mites are not really insects. Instead they are relatives of 
spiders (arachnids).  This means that to deal effectively with a spider mite infestation you 
need to use something other than your standard insecticide.   
 
Treatments suggested are as follows: for a “light infestation” (usually this means an 
infestation in some garden whose condition does not really concern you) you may “easily 
control the problem with a forceful spray of water to the undersides of the leaves.  This must 
be done every couple of days for effective control.”  In my experience this treatment is not 
really effective – maybe because I have never acted when I had a “light infestation” of spider 
mites.  Time to get serious!   
 
For real world treatment of spider mite infestations we need to use miticides.  A favorite of 
many rosarians is Avid.  It acts on adult mites, not the mite eggs, and thus needs to be used 
several times in succession.  The old rule of thumb was three sprayings at three-day intervals 
– lots of work.  I just read the latest suggestions from the folks at Rosemania (in the August 
ARS magazine) and they mention using two sprayings at five-day intervals.  Lucky for me 
that I read this just before I was about to do my third spraying!   
 
A product that is effective on both the mites and their eggs is Floramite.  The advantage is 
that control (for three weeks!?) may be achieved with a single spraying.  A new miticide 
that the experts are touting is Forbid.  It works on both mites and their eggs, has a longer 
residual life and is locally systemic so that spray hitting the top of a leaf moves through the 
leaf and kills the mites that live on the bottom of the leaf.  All of these products (Avid, 
Floramite, and Forbid) are sold by Rosemania via mailorder.  See your ARS magazine for 
details.  Be prepared for sticker-shock.  Avid is $108 for 8 ounces, Floramite is $270 for a 
quart and Forbid is $270 for 8 ounces.  Doses are small, so 8 ounces of Avid will make 200 
gallons of spray – enough for 20 or more years for one garden.  Maybe a bit of sharing is in 
order. 
 
There are more readily available products that also contain miticides.  They are probably not 
quite as effective as the three products mentioned above, but they are MUCH less expensive.  
Bayer makes a product called “3-in-One” that has a miticide.  (Don’t confuse this with 
“All-in-One”, also from Bayer.)  Ortho makes a product that combines a fungicide, an 
insecticide and a miticide.  Ask your favorite garden center for the current name (it used to 
be called Orthonex and may still have that name).  The drawback to Orthonex is the serious 
and irreversible damage it can do to one’s eyes.  If you choose to use this product, be sure to 
be careful and to wear protective goggles.  
Now that I have you scared of the spider mite problem and the solutions, let me give you a 
few clues as to diagnosing the problem.  The ARS Consulting Rosarian Manual gives the 
symptoms as:  “The first sign will be a lightening of the lowest foliage as the mites suck the 
juices (thirsty little rascals!).  If the affected leaves are shaken (not stirred!) over a piece of 
white paper the tiny spiders can be seen as small dots.  Under a microscope or a strong 
magnifying glass two dots are seen on the mite’s back (hence the name two-spotted spider 
mite).  Many tiny webs and eggs will also be noticed on the underside of the leaves.”  In the 
August issue of the ARS magazine Ted Mills (The Last Word … On Roses) says “Telling 
signs of mite presence include webbing underneath lower leaves and a graying discoloration 
of leaf edges.  Mite damage occurs in hot dry weather and can quickly move from the lower 
leaves to the top of the bush.  Needless to say, this is a very serious stress on your rose 
bushes.  We had lots of mites at work this year and I’ll bet many of you did too.  The only 
way to make sure your bushes don’t get stressed is to take remedial action as soon as you see 
a problem.

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THE 99TH ANNUAL TACOMA ROSE SOCIETY SHOW 
WAS A GREAT SUCCESS! 

The title of a much-touted book says “It Takes a Village.”  Indeed, as one who grew up in rural 
Northern Wisconsin I agree that it does “take a village” to successfully raise a child, at least in 
such a place.  I would argue that it also “takes a village” to put on a successful rose show.  Our 
village is not defined by geography.  Our village is first formed by our love of roses and gardening.  
Our village is further bound by the enduring friendships formed among our wonderful band of 
“Otherwise Normal People.”   
There are many jobs that must be done well to set the stage for a successful rose show.  From 
arranging, nine months in advance, for the venue and then planning and working during those 
months as the show date draws nearer, there are many individuals involved.  We count on each 
volunteer (or draftee!) to do his/her job well and in a timely fashion. A show theme is created early 
on and the show schedule is revised and updated to reflect the new theme.  There is a lot of writing 
involved and, ultimately, the show schedule is published and distributed.  Signs are made and 
trophies are organized.  Judges and clerks have to be lined up and someone has to purchase the 
lunch tickets that are distributed to all the workers.  I won’t give an exact number, but you can see 
that we already have lots of people involved.  A day or so before the actual show we retrieve our 
properties from storage, transport them to the show room, and arrange the tables, the beautiful 
trophies, and make the final preparations for “the big event.”  This may sound simple, but there are 
always some surprises and the associated hurdles to leap.  Set up involves the work and cooperation 
of a dozen or more individuals and is our last chance to make sure we have things right.  Now we 
are ready for “Showtime”! 
On the morning of the show a team of dedicated individuals arrives at 5:15 AM to make sure 
coffee is ready for TRS workers and guests and that the vases and other show properties are made 
ready for use.  Just a bit later a member from Renton arrives with the tables that exhibitors use to 
prepare their roses for entry.  By 6:00 AM the water barrels are full and we are ready for business.   
This is how we have it planned and it is a great plan when Nature cooperates.  In this year of 
strange weather we have only had one day with enough rain to be a problem.  That happened on 
the morning of July 5.  About 5:45 AM the rain began to fall.  I tried to ignore it, but wiser heads 
suggested we do a little regrouping and we moved our properties and set-up tables under a portico 
at the Baker Center.  This is about 200 feet from the entry door to the Jackson Hall auditorium 
where our show is staged.  That 200 feet is “wide open,” and people crossing that expanse did get a 
little wet.  In one way, the rain gave TRS members one more opportunity to be good hosts.  Many 
individuals, TRS members and guests alike, helped exhibitors with lots of entries carry them to the 
exhibit hall.  Everything went quite smoothly and, thanks to the cooperative efforts and good spirits 
of all, we did not hear even a single grumble.  Rose people are great!  Thanks to all who brought 
roses for making sure we had a large show filled with great roses.  We had a record number of TRS 
exhibitors this year.  Thanks to all who helped for pitching in and looking for things to do.  It really 
takes the entire “TRS Village” to make our rose show a success. 
Once the entries are in, the judging can start and we can work our way to a well-earned lunch.  
This year our team of recorders even got to eat lunch – admittedly a little later than the rest of us.  
There is time for some socializing and good-natured banter during lunch.  It is good to catch up 
with our valuable out of town guests.  So many of them support us year after year by sharing their 
great roses with us.  Many travel long distances and get up when the clock’s first number is a 3 or 
a 4 to be with us. 
The award ceremony this year was extra special because, in addition to the usual awarding of 
trophies, the Tacoma Rose Society took the opportunity to say a “Thank You.”  This year we 
honored Sheldon Arkin for his long-term friendship and his unfailing generosity to the Tacoma 
Rose Society.  The show theme was “A Life Filled With Roses,” a theme that certainly captures the 
side of Sheldon with which we are most familiar.  Sheldon was presented with a great plaque 
crafted by Gracie Baker and Gracie read a poem she had written in Sheldon’s honor.  As an aside, 
at the end of the rose show Sheldon came back to collect the five huge tubs of beautiful roses to be 
shared with Multicare patients and their families.
