Summer Workshop. A few years ago the District sponsored a one-day workshop on 
Old Garden Roses.  All aspects of OGRs were explored by our local experts and the 
workshop was deemed an unqualified success by the large number of participants 
that attended.  
The District has decided to sponsor a second one-day workshop – this one dealing 
with shrub roses since we have all witnessed the explosion in the number of shrub 
cultivars that have come to market in the last few years. The workshop will include 
considerable material relevant to the David Austin English roses, in that Austin roses 
are a major component of the shrub category. 
The date will be July 11, and the place will be the Clark County PUD Building in 
Vancouver, Washington. Gretchen Humphrey of the Portland Rose Society has 
agreed to head up the presentation team. Please remember to mark your calendar for 
the July 11 workshop and join many of your rose friends for a day of education and 
fun. Additional details and sign-up procedures will be available in the next few months.

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A ROSE BY ANY NAME 
by Douglas Brenner & Stephen Scanniello

This is a fascinating book that tells the story behind the names of more than 1200 roses. 
The blurb on the flyleaf says “Their stories are filled with enough romance, tragedy, 
mystery, scandal, and earthly delights to satisfy even those who would never dream of 
actually tending a plant”. 
 
At a recent meeting, someone asked about the American Beauty rose.  The story 
behind this rose, which was introduced in 1886 and is rarely grown today, appears in the 
first chapter.   
 
In 1931 Jackson & Perkins sponsored a contest to name a red climber to be introduced 
the following year.  They received 25,000 entries with the winner collecting $100!  The 
winning name was "Blaze!. 
 
When I read about "Constance Spry!, I thought about the Designing Woman who has a 
column in this newsletter. Constance Spry was a very popular avant-garde floral 
designer.  Although she loved modern design, she preferred old garden roses.  So it 
seems fitting that the first of Austin!s “English Roses” (merging the shapes and 
fragrance of OGRs with the disease resistance of modern roses) was named for her. 
 
There is a chapter dedicated to the way rose names were changed due to the politics of 
the time.  At the beginning of the First World War, roses with German names were 
changed in the United States.  (Example: "Frau Karl Druschki! to "White American 
Beauty!)  To this day, names of roses are changed in other countries.  One example 
was that in the 60!s the rose "Misty!, that was popular in America, did not do well in 
Germany.  Armstrong Nursery learned that Mist in Germany means “bull****”. 
There are many interesting stories, but I don!t want to give any more away.  You!ll have 
to read the book yourself.  While I couldn!t find this book at our local Borders, I did see it 
on line at Amazon and Barnes & Noble for less than $20. 

 
SPRING TONIC 

 
As soon as it gets a little warmer (I just noticed that it is snowing again) your plants 
would appreciate a boost with a spring tonic. 
In a 32-gallon garbage can add the following ingredients and then fill the can with water.   
   10 - 12 cups of alfalfa pellets or meal 
   2 cups of Epsom salts (MgSO4) 
   1/2 cup of Sequestrene (chelated iron) 
Don!t forget to put on the cover.  Let it seep a week or so, stirring a couple of times. 
A trick we learned from Ava Brock is to put the alfalfa in a pillowcase and tie the top.  
Then you can use it like a tea bag.  The tea bag can be used twice but replenish the 
"additives".  
Use one gallon per large bush and 1 quart per miniature.  Another trick (this one learned 
from Bill Wilson) is to use a submersible pump attached to a garden hose.  Add a water 
wand with the head removed.  You can then “water” the bushes with the tonic.  When 
needed, you can turn off the spigot on the water wand.  This eliminates the need to haul 
gallons of tonic to the plants.

POINT DEFIANCE ROSE GARDEN NEWS

Visitors to the Point Defiance Rose Garden will have some beautiful new roses to enjoy this 
summer, along with the old favorites. The rose garden advisory committee members 
recently used a portion of the funds from previous garden sales to purchase several of the 
current releases as well as replacing some of the existing bushes. 
 After reviewing the garden and incorporating recommendations from the rose garden 
horticulturist, Steve Herbig, the committee members bought the following roses to fill in 
areas where replacements could not be found for certain roses. Two or more of each 
of these 2009 roses were purchased from local nurseries: "Ch-Ching! a golden yellow GR, 
"Carefree Spirit! a cherry-red Shrub, "Miss Behavin!, a pink FL, "Summer Love! a yellow HT, 
"Black Magic! a dark garnet colored HT, "Legends! a ruby-red HT, "Color Me Pink! a bright 
pink HT, "Over the Moon! a warm apricot HT reminiscent of "Just Joey!, "Home & Family! a 
pure white HT, "Crown Princess Margareta! a golden apricot shrub and "Social Climber! a 
pink large flowered climber. 
 In addition, the following old garden roses were purchased: three "Charles de Mills! a dark 
red hybrid gallica ( prior to 1790) and two "William Lobb! a mauve moss rose from 1855. 
These selections are new to the garden and are replacements for two other OGR (Old 
Garden Roses), which were not doing well. 
 Some of the existing beds had one or two weak roses and they were replaced with new 
bushes of the same cultivars as follows: "In the Mood!, "Strike it Rich!, "Pascali!, "Crowd 
Pleaser!, "Moondance!, "Day Breaker!, "Diana, Princess of Wales!, "Rina Hugo!, !Touch of 
Class!, "Fantin-Latour!, "Rio Samba!, "Sheila!s Perfume!, "Honey Perfume!, "Hot Cocoa!, 
"Rainbow Sorbet!, "Olympiad!, "Elle! and "Gemini!.  In all, a total of 63 new rose bushes were 
purchased for the garden this year. 
 The Point Defiance Rose Garden is an accredited AARS (All American Rose Selection) 
display garden, and therefore it receives ten each of the winner (or winners) early each 
spring. This year there was only one selection. The 2010 AARS winner is a Floribunda 
described as a mango, peach & apricot blend with medium size flowers and a fruity 
fragrance. It is of medium height, free-flowering and has excellent disease resistance. 
 Steve Herbig and his Metro Parks crew had all of the above planted by the middle of March 
and, if the weather cooperates, they should be blooming in June. In the meantime, we have 
had a preview of some of the new roses via photos in this month!s Queen!s Herald as well 
as those which were in the March issue.  (Members who download the QH from the Internet 
have an added bonus of enjoying the photos in vivid colors.) A special thank you is due 
Editor Barbara Lind for finding great rose pictures to include in the newsletters. 

 
READ AND FOLLOW THE LABEL DIRECTIONS 

Pesticide Safety: A Guide for Gardeners and Homeowners

North  Dakota State University  
As a pesticide applicator it is your legal responsibility to read, understand and follow the 
label directions. Pesticide labels will usually contain the following sections: 
    * Product name: Indicates type of pesticide or what types of pests it will control. 
    * Ingredient statement: Lists the amount of each active ingredient and the total amount of 
inert ingredients. 
    * Signal word: Indicates the toxicity of the product. 
Products labeled "DANGER POISON" and accompanied by a skull and crossbones symbol 
are highly toxic. Products labeled "DANGER" without the word "POISON" or the skull and 
crossbones symbol can cause severe skin injury or irreversible eye damage. 
Products labeled "WARNING" are moderately toxic or may cause moderate eye or skin 
irritation. 
Products labeled "CAUTION" are slightly toxic or may cause slight eye or skin irritation. 
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* Precautionary statements: Warn about potential hazards to humans, domestic animals 
and the environment. They also indicate special fire, explosion or chemical hazards and 
methods to avoid or minimize risks. 
    * Statement of practical treatment/ first aid information: Indicates antidote or first aid 
treatment to administer. 
    * KEEP OUT OF REACH OF CHILDREN: Pesticides must always be stored and kept 
out of reach of children. 
    * Directions for use: Warns that federal law requires the pesticide to be used according 
to label directions. Indicates location, amount, frequency, and method and timing of the 
application. The label also indicates when it is safe to reenter the treated area to harvest 
the fruits or vegetables. Do not exceed recommended limits. 
    * Other information on the label includes the name and address of the manufacturer, 
EPA Registration and Establishment numbers, and storage and disposal information. 

 
ÒI!VE GOT RHYTHM, I!VE GOT RHYTHMÓÉ. 

 
We!re dancing our way into April!  After all the winter snow, rain and cold, it feels so good 
to see a peek of sunshine!  And I do feel like dancing, however, returning to the task at 
hand, an exploration of RHYTHM. 
Rhythm is one of the basic principles of design.  Not only in rose arrangements, but in all 
forms of art, rhythm plays a very large part.  It is movement through the rose arrangement.  
The official definition from our bible “Guidelines for Judging Rose Arrangements” by the 
ARS describes rhythm as the visual path or paths that carry the eye through the 
arrangement.  Rhythm may be expressed in line, form, pattern, color or by the placement 
of design components. 
Rhythms might be quick and exciting.  Rhythms might be subtle and slow.  Rhythms might 
be graceful or bold and dramatic.  It all depends on the type of arrangement one is 
making.  Vertical, horizontal, radiating or cascading line directions may exhibit many 
different rhythms.  
In traditional arrangements, mass, line-mass or line arrangement, one would expect a 
slower, more graceful rhythm that is achieved through the graduating sizes of the roses.  
From the buds at the top or periphery of the arrangement down to the more open or full 
roses near the lip of the container, a rhythm is developed.  In addition to size and form, 
color helps to create a rhythm, too.  In the traditional arrangements, it is important not to 
have the colors interspersed in a spotty manner.  The color should be gradual from lighter 
to deeper tones.  These are the waltzes and ballets of the design rhythms. 
In modern arrangements, rhythms are often staccato, bold and full of drama.  Very little 
graduation of size, form and color is employed.  But, there is still rhythm.  Control of space 
is involved in the modern styles.  Line direction might be straight and stiff, zigzagged, 
forceful and dynamic, rigid, bursting and energetic.  These are the tangos, jazz and swing 
types that are modern arrangements. 
Excellent examples of rhythm will be found in the illustrations on pages 16 – 18 of 
Guidelines. (I hope each arranger has a copy of this important book.)  Remember, all 
arrangements, whether traditional, modern or oriental, have some type of rhythm.  
May I have this dance?

We do know, however, that things will get better – eventually.  On the plus side, we can 
work hard in our gardens with no danger of heat exhaustion.  What should some of this 
work entail?  On to some specific suggestions:

With the continued low temperatures we have experienced it is important to keep 
checking to see if your roses have suffered any additional frost damage since you did 
your pruning.  I have seen some in our garden.  It is a simple matter to correct things – 
just prune farther down on the cane until you get to good healthy “wood.” 
Last month I mentioned the value of a good, early treatment with a fungicide of the 
type that actually kills fungal spores.  The easiest to obtain are those products with an 
active ingredient of chlorothalonil.  The name of some products based on that 
ingredient are mentioned in last month!s Queen!s Herald.  Once we begin to see new 
leaf growth on our roses it will be time to switch to some of the more modern 
fungicides.  Many of these have a systemic action and prevent the fungal spores from 
infecting our rose leaves.  These products are of a preventative and not a curative 
nature. 
Opinion on just what is “the best” SYSTEMIC fungicide for rose diseases changes as 
time progresses.  Many of the chemicals in use when I started rose growing are no 
longer available (or legal!).  Right now the “top” product is Banner Maxx and before 
that we all tried to get and use Rally or Eagle.  These products are available from 
Rosemania (see the ARS magazine for their ad.), but are not so easy to buy locally.  
The good news is that you can go to local nurseries, garden centers and hardware 
stores and buy the same chemical with a different name and a different concentration 
of the active ingredient. 
Banner Maxx is 14.3% propiconazole.  Fertilome Liquid Systemic Fungicide and 
Bonide Infuse are 1.55% propiconazole.  Same fungicidal agent, but different product 
dosages needed. 
Rally or Eagle 20EW is 19.7% myclobutanil.  Immunox is 1.55% myclobutanil.  Again, 
the same active ingredient, but with very different dosage recommendations. 

BE SURE YOU ALWAYS READ AND FOLLOW 
THE DIRECTIONS ON THE PRODUCT LABEL!! 

Some time later this month or in early May it will be time to begin feeding our roses.  
Fertilizer applied now when the air and soil are so cold may well be wasted.  Many of 
the common timed-release fertilizers are set to begin to release their nutrients when 
soil temperatures reach 55 degrees.  We have a long way to go!  Have no fear!  As 
the days get longer and warmer our roses will begin to grow and then they will need 
lots of food.  You can feed with an organic meal mix (the famous “Konsmo Mix”), with 
a granular fertilizer (don!t forget to order your Puyallup Rose Fertilizer for delivery at 
our April TRS meeting), or with a water-soluble fertilizer.  I always incorporate some 
soluble fertilizer at half-strength when I do my spraying. 
If you have any questions about spraying or fertilizing, be sure to ask them at the April 
16 TRS meeting.  Because of the fertilizer delivery before the meeting we will not have 
the early clinic this month.  It will be up to you to ask questions of Frank Gatto or some 
of our consulting rosarians.  In May we will have a program devoted to disease 
prevention, fertilizing, and garden safety.  Be sure to mark May 21 on your calendar! 
 

MARCH MEETING Ð TAGRO PRODUCTS 
 

Tom Amundson of Tagro gave us the “inside scoop” on the products made from our 
poop.  This year we will be able to get the traditional Tagro Mix at the same rate as 
last year.  There will also be a good supply of Tagro Potting Soil, another excellent 
product.  Because of a shortage of a key ingredient used in the production of Tagro 
Mulch, it will not be available in the near future.  Tom invited anyone interested in 
seeing just how the Tagro products are produced to come down for a tour.  They have 
had some recent improvements to their facilities that will make it easier for us come 
down to their plant to pick up one of the products.  We did go down last Saturday and 
the whole experience was positive.  The staff person who did our loading was very 
pleasant and professional.  Check out this source of soil amendments!
