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DESIGNING ~ UP A NOTCH

Just as knitters eventually proceed from the simple potholder-stage to a more 
complicated creation like a cable-knit sweater, so might a rose arranger stretch her/his 
talents from traditional lines or masses to designs that require great imagination.  Floral 
design continues to evolve.  What stays constant in the rose world is that the rose is 
always the dominant flower used.  
Designers are always on the lookout for new ways to display the beauty of the rose.  
Whether it is a new container, accessory or interesting line material, all may contribute 
to the excitement of a new design style.  The garden clubs and rose society have been 
in a long partnership; many designers belong to both groups.  The National Garden 
Clubs, Inc have a wonderfully educational website that includes a section of newer types 
of floral design, some with colored photos.  Always remember that for our rose shows; 
mentally insert a rose in the focal areas.  Some of our fully open roses can reach sizes 
of up to 6Ó-7Ó and serve well in these more modern designs.  One may also mass 
together three blooms or use a cluster of blooms to achieve an effect. 
The newer designs being studied include: creative abstract, angular, assemblages, duo 
designs, mono-botanic, multi-rhythmic, stretch and tapestry.  Our rose shows have 
already exhibited transparencies, underwater, parallel and creative line, to name a few.  
The website is: www.gardenclub.org.  Click on the left sidebar for Floral Design, and 
select Design Types on the drop box.  Here you will find the new designs.  Just love the 
roses in the multi-rhythmic example!  Years ago, it was a misconception that roses were 
too delicate and would not show well in abstract and modern designs, but that has been 
dispelled "big time!. 
Garden clubs are selling a marvelous (also rather pricey) new book with illustrations in 
full color of the newest designs.  The book is titled ÒDesigning by TypesÓ $44.95.  Phone 
number for the garden clubs is: 1-314-776-7574.  I can!t wait for mine to arrive!  Try 
introducing one or two of these new design types in your next rose show schedule and 
see what magic happens.

SATURDAY, MARCH 7TH is the date for the annual pruning at the Point Defiance Rose 
garden and your help is needed at this event, which is sponsored by the Tacoma Rose 
Society in cooperation with Metro Parks/Tacoma. Novices are welcome and so are 
members of the general public. Master Rosarian and TRS member Bruce Lind will give 
instructions to everyone prior to starting. Also, beginners can be paired with more 
experienced members during the pruning. 
  
*Please be at the Point Defiance rose garden by 9:00 a.m. on Saturday, March 7th. 
Ample parking is available nearby. 
*Dress for the weather as the pruning will take place rain or shine. 
*Come equipped with sharpened pruners, plus loppers if you have them. (You can have 
those tools sharpened for a donation to TRS at the February 19th meeting). 
 *You will also need sturdy gloves and a small bucket for the clippings. 
*To help prevent the spread of the bacterial disease known as crown gall, which is 
present in all soil, you will be asked to dip your pruners frequently in a Lysol solution, 
which will be in orange cans placed throughout the garden. 
*Bright plastic ribbons will be tied to the ends of each row after it has been pruned to 
avoid duplicating the work. 
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 When the pruning is completed, usually around noon, everyone present is invited to a 
potluck luncheon at The Lodge (the large gray building near the garden). Please bring 
something to share, and TRS will provide plenty of hot coffee and tea. If past potlucks 
are any indication, there will be a wonderful variety of delicious hot dishes and some 
mouthwatering desserts too!

ROSES WITH INTENSE FRAGRANCE AND  

TERRIFIC DISEASE RESISTANCE

ÒThe fragrance of the roses remains on the hand that bestows itÓ Carl Bransom-2008  
My friend Carl called me at work a couple weeks ago and gave me this lovely quote.  I 
wondered how I could incorporate it into an article and voila! it came to meÉw ith his 
assistance, of course. 
The majority of people bemoan the fact that often with the amazing increase in 
disease resistance in the newer rose varieties fragrance has been sacrificed.  This is 
true, unfortunately.  So finding roses with intense fragrance and strong disease 
resistance is somewhat of a challenge.  In another 10 years of brilliant rose 
hybridizing this article will likely be obsolete, but for now hand picking the right 
varieties is essential. 
Listed below are some of my favorites.  They all have incredible fragrance and all 
have at least strong disease resistance, if not amazing. Remember to use Rose 
Defense (a non-toxic disease and bug spray) every two weeks during the spring 
months, especially, to ward off mildew and blackspot.  Do not wait to see disease.  
Spray before you actually see it and keep it away.  Once you have disease you will 
continue to fight it throughout the season. Simply be proactive with spraying. It will 
make rose growing much easier.  Most of my suggestions can be found at Peninsula 
Gardens.  I will alert you to the ones you might have to search a bit harder for with 
suggestions on where to find them. Now clear your nostrilsÉ. the incredible perfume is 
coming! 
ABRAHAM D!ARBY Ð An apricot David Austin 5 foot English style bloom that is 
simply lovely and prolific.  Austin roses tend to have thinner canes so putting them 
next to other perennials, dahlias and roses to help hold him up is a great idea.  Superb 
disease resistance. 
DOUBLE DELIGHT Ð An oldie, but goodie.  This red and white 4 foot hybrid tea is 
absolutely beloved because of its prolific bloom and intense fragrance.  One of the 
first roses I grew.  I have always loved it.  It can get mildew if you don!t give it at least 
6 hours of sun so spray with Rose Defense during the spring months to be on the safe 
side. 
FRAGRANT CLOUD- I once had a woman tell me this rose was actually Òtoo 
fragrantÓÉ. go figure. It is a shorter, stocky orange red hybrid tea.  Give it plenty of 
Terosa Rose Food and extra compost as it is a heavier feeder.  One bloom will 
perfume an entire room. That was an unintentional rhyme, by the way. 
JUST JOEY Ð A gorgeous apricot 3-4 foot hybrid tea with tremendous disease 
resistance and heavenly fragrance.  The blooms are large with frilly edges.  In the 
winter cover the base of the rose with extra compost as it doesn!t like winter very 
much. 
MEMORIAL DAY Ð This pink 5 foot hybrid tea created by the incredible Tom Carruth 
of 
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of Weeks Roses is sooo fragrant and sooo disease resistant.  Just simply a spectacular 
rose.  If you like pink and like plenty of cut flowers this is a Òmust haveÓ. 
MR. LINCOLN Ð Still a red hybrid tea other reds are compared to Mr. Lincoln needs full, 
full sun here in our climate and needs to be watched for mildew during the spring, but 
this stately beauty named after Abraham Lincoln is amazingly fragrant. 
NEPTUNE Ð Lavender is the weakest color in the rose world, often succumbing to 
disease and early death during a rough winter, but always fragrant.  However this 5 foot 
luscious hybrid tea is a delightful exception. 
Tons of exhibition style blooms (typical of a hybrid tea) that carry a lovely perfume and 
superior disease resistance. Yummy! 
SCENTIMENTAL Ð A 3 foot red and white striped floribunda that has incredible 
fragrance.  She looks beautiful next to any red rose and even right next to "Double 
Delight! as they have the same colors.  The two in a vase would be something. 
SECRET Ð A James Gamble Fragrance Award winner this pink 4 foot hybrid tea sports 
deep pink edges and an intensely sweet, spicy fragrance. We didn!t get this beauty in 
the store, but Heirloom Roses (on line) and Fred Edmunds (on line) both have it. 
SUNSPRITE Ð A much beloved bright yellow early blooming 3 foot floribunda with deep 
green shiny disease resistant foliage. The first rose to bloom for me in my first rose 
garden 30 years ago on Mother!s Day.  I still remember looking out my window and 
seeing it in the morning sunlight.  That was it! I was bit by the rose bug, never to look 
back again. 
THERESE! BUGNET Ð A hot pink rugosa rose (disease resistance is its middle name).  
It hates pesticides so don!t spray any of it on its beautiful lime green foliage.  Very 
thorny, very fragrant, and supposedly deer resistant, at least in some places of the 
country.  Maybe not deer world here in Fox Island, but worth a shot. The deer don!t 
touch my Therese! and she is right in their line of sight in my back yard. 

 
A MESSAGE FROM YOUR DISTRICT DIRECTOR:

In this message I!d like to discuss a number of topics that should be of interest to our 
local and ARS membership in the Pacific Northwest District. 
Easy-Tea Hybrid Tea Rose Research. The American Rose Center in Shreveport, 
Louisiana, headquarters of the American Rose Society, will be the primary test site for a 
four-year research study to identify the most disease resistant hybrid tea roses; roses 
that may be grown with a minimum of care. The ARS is privileged to partner with 
Louisiana State University and Texas A&M University in this project, a logical follow-on 
to the EarthKindª research program, also conducted by Texas A&M University. The 
EarthKindª roses, which are extremely low care, have created thousands of successful 
new rose growers. The Easy-Tea hybrid tea rose cultivars identified in this new test 
program will give these budding new rosarians a list of scientifically tested, easy to 
grow, hybrid tea rose cultivars along with a proven, low environmental impact, minimal 
fungicide program with which to care for them. This new research program will provide a 
bridge for local rose societies to transition the successful EarthKindª rose growers into 
members who grow more beautiful, but somewhat more challenging roses. Assistance 
has been requested from all ARS Consulting Rosarians to make recommendations of 
hybrid tea rose cultivars to be considered for inclusion in this research program. 
ARS Membership. ARS membership continued to decline in 2008, but at a rate less 
than in previous years. The end of the year number for 2008 is 11,861.  Apparently, the 
trial member program, along with other renewal changes put into place, is having  
a positive Ð albeit modest Ðeffect on membership. In the month of December the PNW 
District gained four new members (out of a total of 100 nationally), while twenty-one 
memberships expired (out of a national total of 410). Obviously this is not a particularly 
good record for our District and one of my on-going priorities for 2009 will be to increase 
ARS membership within the District. 
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World Rose Convention. As many of you know, the World Rose Convention is being 
held June 18-24, 2009, at the Westin Bayshore Hotel, in Vancouver, British Columbia. The 
World Convention includes the ARS Spring National Convention and Rose Show. To 
many of us, however, the three or seven-day registration cost, combined with staying at 
Vancouver!s most elegant hotel, is, in a word, pricey. There is another alternative that you 
might want to consider. For a fee of $49, a person can enter all the classes of the Rose 
Show, as well as to have access to the World Rose Festival to be held June 19-21, 2009, 
at the Vancouver Convention Center. The World Rose Festival will be a huge consumer 
show that will include the judged Rose Show, display gardens, landscaper garden 
vignettes, florist designs, a marketplace for garden and rose related products and plants, 
an Artisan corner, educational exhibits, workshops and lectures, a Breeder!s & Rose 
Expert corner and the Rose Bistro. A list of lower-priced hotels/motels in the 
Vancouver/Richmond area is available from the convention web site (www.worldrose-
vancouver2009.com). We will have a specific listing of more affordable places to stay in a 
month or two. 

 
SPRING ROSE PRUNING: WHEN AND HOW

Every day Barbara and I go for a walk from our house near S. 23rd street North to 6th 
avenue and back.  This gives us a chance to see lot of gardens over a several mile 
stretch.  There are no serious signs of spring in evidence (more days with temperatures 
like yesterday!s will change that!).  The usual telltale plants that indicate when we should 
do our spring rose pruning are not showing any colors; no yellow on the Forsythia and no 
pink on the Quince.  To add emphasis to this point of spring not being here, if I had 
needed to go to work this morning at 6 AM I would have had to first scrape the car 
windows.  Just be a little patient and wait to do your pruning until the end of February or 
the beginning of March. 
 
As to how to prune, let me first say that most old garden roses and climbers need special 
treatment.  For details, come to the clinic at the February TRS meeting and also come out 
for some hands-on experience at Pt. Defiance Park Rose Garden on Saturday, March 7. 
For modern hybrid roses we want to accomplish two things (at least).  We want to get rid 
of any dead, diseased, or damaged canes and we want to open up the center of the bush.  
In addition, we want to shape our plants and keep them inside the area in which we want 
them to grow. 
 
We remove canes in the order listed above: first any dead canes, followed by any 
diseased and/or damaged canes.  We should use sharp, clean pruning tools. (If you need 
to have your pruners sharpened bring them to the February or March TRS meetings.)  
Since rose canes are soft in the center, we need to use pruners that do not crush the 
canes (making them damaged!).  Usually cuts should be made about 3/8 inch above an 
outward-facing bud eye.  If you don!t see any sprouting eyes, then cut 3/8 inch above a 
Òleaf scarÓ that faces outward.   Make sure that your cut has been made where the cane 
has healthy wood.  If the color of the ÒpithÓ in the center of the rose cane is at all brown, 
keep cutting until you find pith that looks like the inside of a good apple.  If this sounds like 
mumbo jumbo, then by all means come to the clinic at the TRS meeting on February 19. 
Roses are very hardy, so if you did your Òfinal pruningÓ before some of our hard frosts, just 
be aware that you may well have to go out and do some re-pruning to get down to healthy 
wood.
