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THE MAMAS AND PAPAS OF THE ROSE BPREVIEW!

The arrangement division of the rose show this year is dedicated to those women and
men hybridizers who have made it possible for us to have rose gardens filled with all
types and colors of roses. These dedicated people come from all parts of the world and
bring a rich tapestry for our pleasure. Their steadfast pursuit of the perfect colors,
fragrances, disease resistance, hardiness and abundant bloom are a few of their
quests. When we realize that crossing two roses can combine the genes in 250 million
ways, we are humbled and indebted to these passionate people, the Mamas and
Papas of the Rose!
One of traditional classes is entitled @ouble DelightO This popular rose was hybridized
in 1977 by Herb Swim and A. Ellis of USA. The schedule calls for a line arrangement.
Fresh or dried line material is permitted.
NOTE: It is NOT necessary to use the rose named in the class! Judges will not give

extra credit. This holds true for all of the arrangement division. REFLECTIVE
DESIGN TIP: Make sure the LINE is very pronounced. It should be at least one and DESIGN
one half times the height of the container. Only a few roses are needed in a line (JO MARTIN)

arrangement. It is best to put the buds at the top.

One of the modern classes is entitled QiebeszauberO This lovely red hybrid tea rose
was hybridized in 1990 by members of the Kordes Company in Germany. It translates
as Qovels MagicQand this might have been a better selling point in the USA. The
schedule calls for a modern arrangement with REFLECTIVE qualities. These use
materials, usually man-made, that reflect or give back images. These types of designs
challenge the exhibitor to find new and innovative materials that enhance the beauty of
the roses.

Class six is entitled New Zealand,Ga wonderfully fragrant light pink rose hybridized by
Sam McGredy IV (Ireland and New Zealand) in 1989. The schedule calls for a creative
STRETCH DESIGN. This means creating two designs, one larger and one smaller with
a connective between so that it appears that the smaller is pulled apart from the larger.
This really demands imagination!

There will be seventeen classes. Six will be for miniature designs. One will be for
Novices, exhibitors who have never won a trophy and fewer than five blue ribbons.
JUNIORS: Due to fewer children entering the shows in recent years, we have decided to
allow children to enter any class they wish. Indicate JR and age on top of card.

ROSE OF THE MONTH
JAMES MASON

While contemporary Old Garden Roses may sound like an oxymoron, the ARS defines STRETCH
an OGR as any rose that belongs to a type or family that was in existence prior to 1867. DESIGN
And, since today’s hybridizers get to choose the classification of their roses upon (UNKNOWN

DESIGNER)
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registration, we find a number of new/old roses on the market today, to include
Hybrid Giganteas from Viru Viraraghavan, Hybrid Bracteatas from Ralph Moore, and
a variety of heritage types from Paul Barden.

One of the more successful 20th century OGRs has been ‘James Mason!,
hybridized by Peter Beales and introduced in 1982. Classed as a Hybrid Gallica, it
has a parentage of Kordes! 'Scharlachglut!, itself a Hybrid Gallica, and 'Tuscany
Superb!, and was named after the English actor who was a patron of the U.K.!s
Royal National Rose Society. The blooms are semi-double and deep, velvety red,
with very attractive stamens. The aroma is present, but not what you would expect
from a true Hybrid Gallica.

Modern Roses 12 calls the plant Qrching, spreading, vigorousQto 4 ft. in height.
The adjectives are correct, the plant dimension is not. Our plant easily goes to 7-8

GAMES ft. high, with strong, non-gallica-like canes. The blooms form in small clusters or in
MASONO® the typical gallica habit of a terminal bloom with side buds. Although the plant |
OGR purchased was budded, it seems after c. 10 years to have gone at least partially

onto its own roots, as | am now getting true-to-name suckers from it.
Because of its eye-catching color and prominent stamens, 'James Mason! can be a
formidable exhibition rose, either singly or in a mixed OGR bouquet. However, the
blooms tend to @lueCand lose substance fairly quickly when cut, so we have
learned to cut them quite tight. At the time of this writing, HelpMeFind.com lists four
sources for 'James Mason!; unfortunately (?) all of them are own root nurseries, so if
you get one, keep the shovel handy to remove the suckerskE. or not, if you want a
really big plant.

Downy Mildew Alert

The weather service has indicated that we have just experienced the coldest March in
30 years. In fact, Washington mean air temperatures for March 2009 and February 2009 §
were virtually identical D in essence, we had two Februarys and no March this year. The
forecast for this spring is for more of the same. So, why is this important to us rose
growers? Itls because these cold, wet conditions are perfect for downy mildew. _Downy
mildew is a killer Dit can wipe out an entire rose garden in a matter days if it!s not
recognized and dealt with immediately. So let!s review some important points about
downy mildew B namely: how to recognize it and what to do, God forbid, if it invades

your rose garden. How to recognize downy mildew
Superficially, downy mildew can resemble two other common spring rose diseases: spot &GOURTH OF
anthracnose and black spot. All three diseases produce dark colored lesions on the JULYO

leaves and sometimes the canes. The trick is in telling them apart. Here are some
guidelines. Spot anthracnose produces round spots on the leaves. These are generally
smaller than 5 millimeters (0.2 inches) in diameter. They can be scattered around the
leaf surface or can occur in groups. When young, the spots are red, but as they age
they become light colored and will normally have a dark red margin. When the lesions
are mature, their centers fall out leaving Ghot-holesQin the leaves. The key indicators,
then are: red, round spots, not more than 5 millimeters in diameter.

Black spot, on the other hand, produces much larger round leaf spots (up to 1/2 inch in
diameter). These are distinctly black and not red or reddish. The leaf tissue surrounding
the spot often turns yellow. As the disease progresses the yellow areas coalesce and
the leaf finally drops off the plant. The spots enlarge slowly, so considerable time
(weeks) may be required for leaf drop to occur. The lesions may also be visible on the
canes. Key black spot indicators are: round black spots up to 1/2 inch in diameter,
tending to form yellow areas around them, relatively slow progression of the disease.
Downy mildew also produces leaf spots but they tend not to cross the leaf veins.
Because of this they tend to be squarish or angular Dnot round. They are reddish or
purple in color B not black. They do not show on the lower sides of the leaves.
Occasionally a whitish powdery material will form on the underside of the leaf just
beneath the lesions, but this does not always occur. The most dramatic symptom of
downy mildew is rapid and extensive leaf drop D often beginning on the lower part of the
bush and progressing upward until the entire bush is defoliated. So, in sum D look for
dramatic leaf drop, red or purplish lesions that are square or angular (not round) that
tend not to cross the leaf veins. These symptoms, in combination with prolonged cold
wet spring weather, almost always signal the presence of downy mildew. [Note: visit
http.//www.olyrose.org/pests.htm, to see color photos of these three diseases].

How to manage downy mildew The most important action to take during spring is to
visit your rose garden frequently D every day would be desirable if you have time. Look
at each bush for the symptoms described above. If you should find downy mildew, you
must ACT IMMEDIATELY'! If left unattended, this disease can kill your bushes outright
within a few days and it can spread rapidly to other bushes. First, remove all diseased
leaves and canes from your garden and prune out any infected plant parts. Then spray
your bushes thoroughly with either Aliette or Subdue alternated with Kocide (available GGEMINIO
from www.rosemania.com, you won't find these products at your local garden center). HYBRID TEA
Do not mix these products and do not add spreader sticker. If the disease is advanced

you might want to spray twice weekly until it is under control or until the weather warms

up. Always EXollow label instructions very carefully. In light of the current, grim spring

weather outlook it might not be a bad idea to buy a 4 oz. bottle of Aliette ($29.95) and

have it on hand for inmediate use. Mother Nature is our best ally against downy mildew

b when the temperature approaches 85;F and things dry out, the disease will disappear

on its own. Finally, be certain to clean your garden carefully in autumn to prevent the

disease organism from over-wintering there.
